THE IF/THEN COMMAND ALLOWS THE COMPUTER 





PROGRAMMER TO MAKE DECISIONS ABOUT INFORMATION 





THAT THE USER ENTERS.  FOR EXAMPLE:





INPUT “ ENTER YOUR AGE PLEASE.”; A





IF A > 15 THEN PRINT “YOU ARE OLDER THAN ME”





IF A < 15 THEN PRINT “ YOU ARE YOUNGER THAN ME. “





IF A = 15 THEN PRINT “WE ARE THE SAME AGE.”





OR:





INPUT “ENTER A NUMBER BETWEEN 5 AND 10” ; NUM





IF NUM >10 THEN  ?   “YOU DIDN’T FOLLOW DIRECTIONS”





IF NUM < 5 THEN    ?  “YOU DIDN’T FOLLOW DIRECTIONS”





WE CAN ALSO USE LABELS TO MAKE THIS MORE POWERFUL..  IN OUR PROGRAM, WE COULD PUT:
