WE USE THE INPUT COMMAND TO ACCEPT INFORMATION FROM A USER. ( WHO WILL NOT ALWAYS BE YOU..) WE THEN USE VARIABLES TO ‘HOLD’ THE INFORMATION THAT THEY ENTERED..

INPUT “ TYPE IN A NUMBER PLEASE” ; N


CLS


PRINT “YOU JUST TYPED IN THE NUMBER”   N





OR





INPUT “ENTER A NUMBER PLEASE” ; N1





INPUT “ ENTER ANOTHER NUMBER PLEASE” ;  N2





T = N1 + N2





PRINT   T

INPUT “ WHAT IS YOUR FAVORITE COLOR ? “  ;  C$
