STRING FUNCTION NOTES     (BASIC)

A STRING IS A WORD OR GROUP OF WORDS. IT CAN BE READ IN USING A DATA LINE OR AN INPUT.. WHEN YOU “ASK” THE USER FOR A STRING, YOU CAN THEN PULL IT APART. THIS CAN USEFUL IF YOU WANT TO KNOW CERTAIN FACTS ABOUT THE WORD, SUCH AS: DOES IT BEGIN WITH A  “Y”, OR DOES IT END WITH “ED”..

LEFT$ IS THE COMMAND THAT “PULLS” LETERS FROM THE LEFT.. 

EX: 

INPUT “DO YOU WANT TO SEE MY PROGRAM AGAIN ? “; A$

IF LEFT$ ( A$, 1) = “Y” THEN GOTO START

PRINT “GOODBYE”

LEFT$ (A$,1) PICKED THE FIRST LETTER OF A$

LEFT$ ( A$, 2) WOULD PICK THE FIRST TWO LETTERS OF A$

RIGHT$       WORKS THE SAME WAY..

N$ = “FLANAGAN”

? RIGHT$ ( N$, 3)        

 THE RESULT OF THIS WOULD BE   “GAN”

? RIGHT$ (N$, 5) 

THE RESULT WOULD BE “NAGAN”

?RIGHT$ ( N$, 2) 

THE RESULT WOULD BE “AN”

EXAMPLE:

START:

READ T$

IF RIGHT$ (T$,2) = “ED” THEN PRINT T$

GOTO START

DATA READ, LEAPED, RAN, SAID, JUMPED, HOPPED, CAT

THE ABOVE WOULD PRINT OUT ALL OF THE WORDS THAT ENDED WITH “ED”

EXAMPLE:

F$ = “GATORS ARE NUMBER ONE”

PRINT LEFT$ (F$,5)


WOULD PRODUCE GATOR

? LEFT$ ( F$, 1) 



WOULD PRODUCE G

? RIGHT$(F$, 3)



WOULD PRODUCE ONE

? RIGHT$ (F$, 5) 



WOULD PRODUCE R_ONE
