A simple class can be declared in whole or it can be split into two files;

DECLARATION AND IMPLEMENTATION

We will use a simple Dog class to show this:

The DECLARATION file will be dog.h   -  The .h is pretty standard, but sometimes people use .hpp

This DECLARATION file contains the class structure, variables, and the prototypes for it's member functions.

( The actual functions are defined in the other file)

_______________________________________________________________
The IMPLEMENTATION file is called dog.cpp

It contains the "regular" include statements for a program. Ie: iostream,conio,ctype,etc.

The MEMBER FUNCTIONS are defined in this file..
(See examples Dog.h  and Dog.cpp)
