Notes – GETS  command





When using  <cin> the compiler does not accept spaces, so if two words are put into a variable, the compiler will only accept the first word. The gets command fixes this by accepting all characters including spaces.





The following program will ask the user for his full name, and print it out. Because the command cin was not used it will accept both his first and last name.


Example:

cout<<"Please enter your full name: ";


gets (name);                                   //Will accept John Jones





clrscr();





cout<<"Hello "<<name<<"!";
