* strcmp uses the library: string.h

* strcmp preforms a comparison of two strings and returns a value of 0 if the strings are the same, a negative value if the first string comes BEFORE the second in alphabetical, or a positive value if the first string comes AFTER the second string in alphabetical order.

#include<iomanip.h>

#include <iostream.h>   

#include <string.h>

#include <conio.h >  

void main()

{

char item1[25],item2[25]; 

clrscr();

cout<<"enter an item";

cin>>item1;

cout<<"enter the second item";

cin>>item2;

if (strcmp(item1,item2) == 0 )   

cout<<"The items are equal";

else

cout<<"The items are NOT equal" ;

getch();

}
