SAVED AS PRO BIRDWATCH 1

Uses:    STRUCTURES, - String handling - Sorting - Text files and anything else I could think of!

A college friend of yours is doing research for a class.  He has asked you to create a program to keep track of birds that have been captured, tagged, and released.  The program will read a text file containing the records of individual birds.  Each record will contain the following information:

Genus species

common name

date of capture

weight (grams)

Bird I.D. number (tag number)

Investigator name (person taking measurements)

The program will read the textfile (bird.txt) into a structure and then perform the following menu items:

1. Selectively SORT and print all records based on a selection criteria given by the user. ( ask user if he wants it sorted by common name or bird id number )
2. Add a new record.
3. Print a list of all birds tagged by a particular person.( ask user for name and print all birds tagged by him/her)

4. Print a list of all birds weights and an average of their weights.

5. Print a list of all birds that were captured on any given day. (ask user for     

date)

6. Print a list of all Bird I.D. numbers.

7. Print a complete list of all records in the text file.

* Each item will be in a separate function with remarks..
